I have the pleasure to send you the following information related to the 
organisation of the FINA Open Water Swimming School for Officials 
scheduled to be held in Quatre Bornes, Mauritius (MRI), from 16th to 
17th November 2018. 
 
The purpose of this course is to achieve the following objectives: 
 

¶ Enlarge the number of officials and enhance the quality of the 
existing ones; 

¶ Create a uniform pattern of interpretation and application of 
Open Water Swimming rules, thus raising the quality of 
officiating; 

¶ Use the course as an instrument to develop and promote 
Open Water Swimming worldwide. 

 
Please note the following information related to the designation & 
courses for open water swimming officials: 
 
ü Officials who have passed a FINA OWS School and officiated at a 

required level, will receive a certification, which is valid for a 4-year 
period. 

ü FINA OWS Officials List N° 12 (valid from January 1, 2017 to 
December 31, 2020): all new applications, not including renewals, 
must have attended and passed a FINA OWS School within four years 
of application.  

 

 

 



 

 

 

 

 

ü FINA OWS Officials List N° 13 and all subsequent FINA OWS Officials 
Lists: all new applicants and renewals must have attended and 
passed a FINA OWS School within four years of application. 

ü The schools primary language is English, although local translation 
may be provided.  

ü Minors aged 13 and above may participate in the school. Candidates 
must be aged 18 years or older to undertake the examination. 

ü Participants who have completed and passed the test in English 
would be eligible for the FINA Lists, subject to meeting the List criteria.

PARTICIPANTS: Each National Member Federation may 
nominate Open Water Swimming officials for 
this course.

competition (FINA Handbook - Edition 2017, 
General Rules 2.5).
